
The purpose is to explore 
the history of Toledo post 
offices of the world and 
where available give back-
ground on each office, show 
postal markings from those 
offices when available,  
show office locations, and 
community background.  In 
research of this information 
hundreds of sources were 
used for background.        
Due to vast extent of        
research a bibliography is      
provided on each page of a 
different office.   
History shows us many cities 
and towns chose Toledo or 

had Toledo as part of their name.  Outside United States, records show one Toledo in Spain, one in Ontario, three in 
Brazil, one in Colombia, and one in the Philippines. Thirty-five Toledos have been identified in the United States,  
thirty-four with post offices.  Eight of those offices are still in operation today although two incorporated into        
Toledo, Ohio office, as branches, and one changed its name to Maumee. This leaves five “Toledo” post offices       
operating in United States. With exception of Ohio, Washington and Louisiana, all US offices seem to have one thing 
in common: they were settled by former residents of/or named after Toledo, Ohio.

Toledo, State of Parana, Brazil   Brazilian state of 

Parana is a region of recent settlement, which   

received its first residents in 1946. They were  

Gaucho settlers from the city of San Marcos. In 

1951, city was liberated from Foz do Iguaçu by 

Law No. 790, signed by the governor of Paraná, 

Bento Munhoz da Rocha Neto. First election was 

held November 9, 1952, and installation of officials December 14, 1952, saw          

inauguration of Mayor Ernesto Dalloglio (1952/1956).  2016 population was 133,824. City covers area of 

462 square miles at an elevation of 2,493 feet. Toledo came when an Industrial lumber mill and                 

Colonization Rio Paraná S / A - Maripá were acquired from a British real estate company.  Initial activity was 

logging markets to meet the needs in Argentina and Uruguay. Colonization plan was based on small farms 

averaging 10 acres in São Paulo.  Toledo is served by the Brazilian Post  and Telegraph Company, or simply, 

the post  This is a federal public company responsible for the shipping and mail delivery system in Brazil.  

Known as the company operates with many services of domestic and international delivery of 

goods. First mail from Brazil was to Portugal in 1500.  Research has not been able to establish the date of  

establishment of a Toledo office.

Toledo, Spain 

Establishment date of Toledo, Spain, Post Office may 
not be  attainable. Relatively few listings exist for  
documents relating to postal operations Spain prior 
to 1800. Philatelic & Postal Bibliography: Spain and its 
Ex-Colonies 1500-1980 by Nathan & Gahl  mentions 
Toledo. This does not mean there hadn’t already been 
postal operations for centuries. Book does note that 
in 1762 there were three stern warnings published 
and posted throughout Spain “calling attention to   
illegal carrying of mail outside jurisdiction of [Spanish] 

Post Office.” 
Both Castile and Aragon had royal posts in middle ages, and various monasteries and guilds had posts for 
members, but Spain's postal system really developed from contract that Philip I of Castile led to Thurn and 
Taxis in 1500. Contract gave Thurn and Taxis a monopoly over postal services in kingdom, thus incommoding 
existing entrenched, albeit piecemeal, systems. New routes were set up and both naval and merchants ships 
were required to carry mail. System became comprehensive and by 1849 there were about 450 post offices 
in Spain. 
Kenneth A. Wood’s Post Dates: A Chronology of Intriguing Events in the Mails and in Philately first mentions 
Spain in connection with the year 1160 A.D., by which time “…there was a mail system in Spanish city of    
Barcelona”. A lay brotherhood supplied mail service to area towns and villages, wore a uniform and had to 
keep postal accounts. Van Dam notes that this may have been first organized European postal system since 
Roman cursus publicus,”  heyday which Wood marks as 100 A.D.  
Vague but significant postal connection exists with most important success of famed Thurn & Taxis family 
and Toledo. In 1505, founder of service Franz Taxis boldly offered to Philip, son of Emperor Maximilian I, to 
set up a postal system throughout his realms, and by that time “Philip had acquired a part of Spain through 
marriage and also held Netherlands and Burgundy as his father’s vassal.” Wikipedia notes, to this day Toledo 
“is known as ‘Imperial City’ for having been main venue of court of Charles V, Holy Roman Emperor.” Yes; it 
was that Charles, elected in 1519 after his father’s death. (Franz died two years before.) 

You have think Emperor Philip V was well served by Toledo postal system that became richest known. 

The earliest date at which Toledo is certain to have had postal service ― well ahead of any Spanish public 
“post office” by that name would be 1519. 

On 8 July 1716, with appointment of Juan Tomás de Goyeneche as  Chief Superintendent and General         
Administrator of Post Offices by Philip V, Post Office became the responsibility of State.

Franked with 6 Cuartos  stamp issued January 1, 1851 that appears to be tied with a black arc killer.  

 Displayed at top of page are two examples of postal markings from Toledo, Spain Post Office of the early 1870’s on a 50 
Milesimas adhesive of the Duke de la Torre Regency series of 1870.  Both are 20 mm double circles. First cover, of

Toledo is located in Kitley Township, Leeds and  Grenville Counties on County Roads. 8 & 29, 25 km   
northwest of Brockville. 
The settlement was first called Koyl's Bridge after settler Ephraim Koyl. The Kitley post office 
opened in 1832, named after the township.  In 1833 Wyatt Chamberlain from Unadilla, New York 
came to build a store and the settlement then became known as Chamberlain's Corners. In 1856, 
the community was renamed Toledo after Toledo, Ohio or possibly Toledo, Spain. Current           
population is 169.

Toledo, Arkansas was a small farming  
community located three miles southeast of 
Rison in Cleveland  County. Toledo post 
office established in Dorsey County. In 1885 
Dorsey County became Cleveland County to 
honor President Grover Cleveland. When 
Dorsey County was created April 17, 1873, a 
board of commissioners selected Pleasant 
Ridge, where a post office had been          

established in 1872, as a site for county government.  On July 7, 1873, 
shortly after Pleasant Ridge was picked, the town name was changed to 
Toledo.  January 17, 1881, a post office name change to Toledo was made by Postmaster Lizzie Preston.  
The office was located on postal route 29259 with Robert Byrd as contractor.  In 1881 office expected to 
serve 131 families.  
In 1879, legal plat was filed and incorporation petition submitted. Incorporation was  granted May 16, 1879.  
Town slowly grew and, by 1880, had a population of 143. Soon home to several mercantile stores, three  
hotels, four blacksmiths, four doctors, three lawyers, four druggists, and two saloons. Many local men were 
employed at one of three area sawmills. The first newspaper, the Toledo Blade.    
Town began to decline when citizens refused to give railroad a right-of-way. Tracks were constructed  two 
miles north and on April 11, 1891, the Arkansas Supreme Court,  designated Rison as new county seat of 

government. Loss of importance as trade and       
governmental center, began a steady decline. By 
1890, the population had dropped to approximately 
100 and by 1901, population stood at forty-three, 
with all but six making their living as farmers. Post 
office was discontinued June 30, 1913 with mail to 
Rison.  In 2005, all that remained of the once      
prosperous county seat were a Baptist church and a 
few residences.

The McMillin Post Office‘s name was changed to Toledo on April 16, 1886. George W. Brittain was      
postmaster. On March 30, 1888, Charles W. Heintz became postmaster, a post he held until office closed 
September 16, 1889 with mail service going to Granada.  There is some confusion in post office records.  
Town of Carlton, (about two miles east of McMillin) applied for a post office on June 30, 1886 and some of 
this paper work has Carlton crossed out and Toledo written in but they were separate offices.

Toledo, Colorado In 1875, 
James McMillin moved with 
his family from Pennsylvania.     
McMillin established a ranch 
in the Arkansas River Valley 
midway between present 
day Lamar and Granada in 

Bent County. Area became part of Prowers County when 
Prowers County was established April 16, 1889.  When  
Atchison, Topeka, and Santa Fe Railroad was constructed 
through area, McMillin made an application for a post 
office June 12, 1885(see below). May 1st, 1886 a post office was established at McMillin with John M. 
McMillin as postmaster. Office was served by The Atchison, Topeka, and Santa Fe Railroad  which carried 
mail 14 times a week on a route between Kansas City and San Francisco. Application for post office form 
listed people to be served as 25 and there is no evidence that a viable community ever developed.

Toledo, Florida was located south of 
what is now Winter Beach.  Winter 
Beach shows up first as Woodley in 
the late 1890’s, then Quay, and finally 
Winter Beach in the mid 1920s.    
Today, there is a golf course at site of 
old Wigfield home site where          
Toledo Post Office was located.  This 
settlement was west and adjacent to 
Flagler’s Florida East Coast Railroad 
which passed through area in 1894.  A 
RR Station was built at Woodley but 
Toledo never had one.  Toledo did have a small cemetery and  
burials were moved to Winter Beach Cemetery when Wigfield 
property was sold.

In 1854, a village named “Prairie City” was platted 
for the purpose of accommodating the seat of 
justice for Cumberland County. The name “Prairie 
City” was in conflict with another Illinois village.  
To establish a post office, citizens used name 
“Majority Point” for name of post office.  Joseph 

Bloxom was first postmaster conducting        
business in his home. Wiley Ross hauled mail to and from Jewett, Illinois. In 1874, 

a meeting was held to rename town and “Toledo” won.  “Toledo” is of Hebrew 
origin, meaning families or generations, and in Hebrew is pronounced 
“Toledoth”.  In  English, “Toledo”, means To one of  historical note. A legend 
asserts that when the oldest inhabitant arrived and gazed upon the mass of 
green emerald gemmed as it were with frogs: he said, “Now lettest thy servant 
depart in peace, I have seen this great country, flowing with mud and frogs.”  
Suddenly addressing little frogs he said, “My children what do you call this 
land”? Each little frog chippered gleefully,  “T-lee-do!”  
Settlers came from Kentucky, Tennessee, Indiana, Ohio and Virginia. In 1877, 
Andrew J. Lee was appointed postmaster and was postmaster when post 
office became “Toledo”. Mail came into city by  Peoria-Decatur & Evansville 
Railroad.

Toledo, Indiana’s post office from 1893 to 1901 was at            
intersection of CR 200E and CR100S in southwest corner of     
section four Rock Creek Township. According to postmaster John 
A Davis in his October 31, 1893 report to the Post Office         
Department Topographer, the office was on postal route 93429 
three miles northeast of the Rock Creek post office and six and 
three quarters mile southeast of the Huntington post office on 
Chicago and Erie Railroad. A small cluster of houses at a        
four-way stop is all that remains of community of Toledo that at 
one point was home to more than 50 residents. In its heyday, 
town contained a post office, an International Order of Odd    

Fellows hall and a number of other businesses. Originally, Toledo was called 
Browns Corners or Brownsville in honor of Moses Brown, who began settlement 
with a sawmill in 1848. Settlement grew bit by bit, and in 1875,  William and Mary 
Daniels filed first recorded plat of Browns Corners. Anticipating 
the arrival of Erie Railroad, a post office was erected in late 
1800s and named "Toledo," likely honoring Toledo, Ohio.      
Unfortunately Erie RR was built less than three miles north, 
through Simpson - which became another ghost town.            
Establishment of a post office marked official recognition and at 
that point it seemed well-deserved.  Although sources differ on 
exact type of commerce, all known documentation agrees a 
small grocery store and at least two other stores existed in    
addition to mill. A tile mill and a doctor's office have also been 
documented. Interestingly, what made Toledo really official for time period was not a post office; rather, it 
was an I.O.O.F. lodge on southeast corner of crossroads. During 19th and early 20th Centuries, I.O.O.F. 
lodges and meeting halls sprang up all over the United States, and substantial number of cities, towns and 
unincorporated settlements in Huntington County and the Indiana played host to a lodge.

Toledo, Iowa founded in 1853 as county 
seat of Tama County. Named after Toledo, 
Ohio. Toledo and incorporated in 1866. 
The first permanent settlement made in 
the territory now comprising Toledo  
township, was effected by Peter Overmire. 
Toledo, county seat of Tama county is 

beautifully situated upon rolling prairie, high and dry, near largest 
body of timber in county.  Toledo platted and county seat located there in fall of 1853. First postmaster was 
John L. Zehrung, a native of Ohio, arrived in county in 1853, engaging in a mercantile business, with post 
office in his store.  While the postal service website does not show an establishment date for Toledo, it 
does show  Zehrung  was appointed December 13, 1853.  In early days when the mail came, once a week, a 
crowd would gather about the office, to wait its distribution.  During the winter of 1855-6, H. C. foster was 
appointed postmaster. He resigned his office in about six months, when Thomas Murray was appointed.  An 
April 4, 1866 report to the Post Office Department’s Contract Office listed the office as being on postal

Some sources suggest Toledo, Louisiana and Toledo, Texas were

Only fragments of written evidence support accounts of how Toledo, Louisiana was named.      
  One story says priests and artisans from Santa Maria Mission were enchanted by singing birds.  Toledo 

is Spanish for songbird.  
 Another possibility is several clergymen who served at mission were natives of Toledo, Spain. They 

found an arc in Sabine River that was identical to an arc in Tagus River at Toledo, Spain. 
 It is, also, asserted that it was named for Francisco Toledo who was an early writer of theology 
 Another version is area was settled by emigrants from Toledo, Ohio

Toledo Beach, Michigan opened a post 
office on May 29, 1915 with  Albert C. Van 
Driesen  postmaster.  It was a station on 
Toledo, Ottawa Beach and Northern    
Railway, some sources referred to it as a 
“Summer Post Office”  The office closed 
January 31, 1925   
For those alive in days after WW1 during 

early 20s, 30s, and 50s, mention of Toledo Beach ment a sandy 
beach, dance hall, picnic grounds, and other amusements. In 1907, 
Toledo Rail Light and Power Company gained popularity and Toledo 
Beach was known as the city’s most exciting attraction. That era ended in 1922 but was revived in 1932 by 
C.O. Miniger, President of Electric Auto-Lite Corp. However, the park failed to reopen in 1943. In 1950, the 
amusement park again came back to life when Toledo 
brothers Virgil and Nelson Gladieux leased and then bought 
254 acre tract and invested some $200,000 in what they 
referred to as the New Toledo Beach.

Toledo, Ozark County, Missouri is 
an unincorporated community.

It 
was renamed Decatur County, from 
1843 to 1845, for Commodore Stephen 
Decatur, after which name Ozark County 
was restored. Toledo is located in valley 
of Little North Fork White River about 

four miles north of Thornfield and Missouri Route 95. According to 
research done locally by a newspaperwoman, the first postmaster 
was Spencer Blankenship in June 22, 1910. Larkin E. Brown took 
over June 5, 1914, Susan Johnson October 20, 1915, and Nancy 
Brown May 13, 1916. Final five postmasters can be seen in page 
from “Record of Postmaster Appointments” for Ozark County.  

Toledo was originally 
called Benners where a post office was established as Benners in 
1898. The name was changed to Toledo in 1910, and post office

Squires. . The present name is a transfer from Toledo, Ohio. Little 
remains of the original community since much of surrounding area was given over to the Mark Twain       
National Forest.

Toledo, Lincoln County,  Oregon 
Lincoln County was created by Oregon 
Legislative Assembly February 20, 
1893, from western portion of Benton 
(where Toledo was located) and Polk 
Counties.  At time of county's creation, 
Toledo was picked as temporary   
county seat. In 1896, it was chosen  

permanent county seat. In 1954, the county seat was moved to 
Newport. Toledo has remained industrial hub of Lincoln County, 
but city has never regained position it once had. European-American settlement in Toledo began in 1866, 
when John Graham, his son Joseph, and William Mackey, claimed land available by Homestead Act. Site 
was called "Graham's Landing" until a post office was established July 14, 1868. When post office was      
established, Joseph D. Graham, a son, was told that he could name it. He said: "I am homesick for Ohio. We 
will call this place Toledo."

Toledo, Pennsylvania was a small town located on Chartiers Creek three miles southwest of         
Washington in Franklin Township, Washington County on a plank road between Washington and 
Waynesburg.  Post office was established August 23, 1875 and operated until October 30, 1891. First 
postmaster was Christina A. Richey followed by S.D. Hardiman. Office was located on  postal route 
between Washington and Waynesburg which carried mail six times a week by contractor Samuel 
Have of Pittsburgh.  Office expected to serve one hundred to one hundred twenty-five people. In 
1882, Toledo contained a gristmill, blacksmith-shop, shoe shop, post office and a few dwellings.  A 
search of over a dozen maps from time period of postal operation turned up the 1883 map above.

Office was discontinued September 11, 1877 with 
Mr. Baker still in  charge. No map could be located 
showing a Toledo in Fayette County, however,    
application places it twelve miles east of Cistern 
and 12 miles west of LaGrange both of which are 
on the map above.

On 
application proposed name of office is written as 
Toledo then crossed out and the name “Stellar” 
written in.

Toledo, Newton County, Texas established it’s post 
office December 21, 1885.  Office closed July 15, 1937. 
Toledo is on Sabine River in northeastern Newton 
County. There are at least four versions of the origin of 
the name: 
  One holds early settlers from Ohio named site after   
 Toledo, Ohio.  
  It was named for an Indian chief.  
 For  Toledo, Spain, which is also on a river bend.  
 Yet another version holds town was named for José 
Álvarez Toledo y Dubois,, a leader in early nineteenth-
century, filibustering efforts against New Spain.  
Toledo served as a center for local agriculture, its     

location on the river allowing steamboats to carry goods, such as cotton, down-
stream.

Toledo, Chouteau County, Montana did not 
have a post office of record. Toledo        
Montana was located in historic Chouteau 
County until 1915, and is now in Hill County 
just west of the Blaine County line seven 
miles east of Bull Hook Bottoms (now       
Havre). Here railroad turned south to            
Assiniboine Station, an important             
center. Railroad built a section house every 
six miles, not so much for convenience of 
settlers as for maintenance and                
construction crews. Many of these grew  
into towns or centers where homesteaders 
gathered.

Toledo City (Cebuano: Dakbayan sa Toledo; Filipino: Lungsod ng Toledo), formerly known as Pueblo Hinulawan is 
a 3rd city income class component city in the province of Cebu, Philippines. On 18 June 1960, Toledo became a  
chartered city under Republic Act No. 2688. Toledo is about 50 kilometers (30 mi) away from Cebu City and is widely 
known for its huge mining industry owned by Atlas Consolidated Mining and  Development Corporation, which is  
umbrella of Carmen Copper Corporation and its Toledo mine.   
In 1942, Japanese Imperial forces captured and occupied town of Toledo. In 1945, local Filipino forces of Philippine 
Commonwealth Army aided by Cebuano guerrilla resistance fighters, liberated town of Toledo. 
Toledo City is unique in that it is the only city in province on western seaboard facing Negros Oriental – and there-
fore strategically located.

The purpose is to explore Toledo post offices of the world and 
their history. Where available provide background of each      
Toledo office and examples of postal  markings from those offices 
when available.  
 

Throughout postal history many cities and towns have been 
named Toledo or Toledo has been part of their name.  Outside 
United States, I have been able to identify eight; Spain,  Ontario, 
three in Brazil, Colombia, Philippines, and  Uruguay.  
United States has thirty-five Toledos which have been identified. 
Thirty-four have had post offices, with  eight of thirty-four still in 
operation today. Today, five “Toledo” post offices operate        

independently, two are branches of Toledo, Ohio, and one changed it’s name to Maumee. With exception of Ohio, 
Washington and Louisiana, all US offices seem to have one thing in common: they were settled by former residents 
of/or named after Toledo, Ohio.   
 

Currently, several past offices have no known examples of markings and examples from several  foreign offices have 
proven extremely difficult to locate. There is little information available for many of the communities. Many contact 
attempts with local historical societies and postal history societies have gone unanswered and need to be pursued.
