Each entry must
include a brief description of the exhibit (25 words or less for publication in the show program), a copy of the title
page, and a synopsis for the judges.

Exhibitors unable to attend may submit a pdf or photocopy of their exhibit but WILL NOT BE ELIGIBLE FOR
AWARDS.

Entries are accepted in the order of receipt until all 50 frames have been filled. In the event that more than 50 frames
are submitted, exhibits with original mounted material will be given priority.

Exhibit frames are 36 wide and 48” high and will hold 16 standard 8'2” x 11” exhibit pages. Other page sizes that
fit the frame are welcome.

v" Entries must be submitted by February 14, 2026, to be listed in the show program. Entries accepted after that date
may not be listed in the program.

v" Exhibits may be mailed to the same address and should arrive 3 to 14 days prior to the Expo (February 13-24,
2026.)

v Each mailed exhibit, excluding non-returnable photocopies, must be accompanied by a return self-addressed label
and sufficient return postage to be used by the show committee for return of the exhibit.

v" All exhibits will be returned by registered or insured mail for full stated value to the address provided on your
return label.

v' Entry forms and pdfs may be sent by email to: exhibits@toledostampclub.org.

Exhibits, except photocopies/pdfs, must be mounted by the exhibitor or his/her designee between 8 AM and 10 AM

on Friday, February 27, 2026. All exbibits must be mounted prior to show opening.

No exhibits may be removed prior to the closing of the show on Saturday, February 28 at 4 PM.

There are three classes of exhibits: Regular, One Frame and Youth. Youth exhibits/awards will be kept separate

from adult exhibits/awards.

v APS Youth Exhibit Guidelines will apply.

v' The five-year plan listed on the Exhibit Entry Form applies to Youth exhibits as well.

Exhibits will be judged in the class entered. Awards will be made at the discretion of the judges and reviewed by the

Show and/or the Exhibit Chairperson prior to posting.

Material exhibited should be fundamentally philatelic in character. Exhibitors may show non-philatelic items related

to the subject of their exhibit with no penalty.

Judging for Toledo Stamp Expo 2026 will be done by accredited APS judges. Judging will be guided by established

rules and regulations.

Awards will be based on a three-level system: Gold, Silver, Bronze.

All reasonable precautions will be taken to protect exhibits, including presence of security personnel, when the show

is closed. However, no responsibility shall be attached to SCCT, its members, officers, committees, employees, the

Graystone Banquet Hall & Conference Center, or its employees for any loss or damage to any exhibit for any reason

or cause whatsoever.

Exhibitors must provide their own insurance.

The signature of the exhibitor on the entry form indicates acceptance of these rules and regulations.
